Letter sent to Winnipeg Free Press on the occasion of International Book Day

“Ten years ago UNESCO proclaimed 23 April “World Book and Copyright Day”. The Day coincides with the anniversary of the deaths of Cervantes and Shakespeare, two of the greatest literary geniuses. 

Books are vectors of values and knowledge, and depositories of the intangible heritage; books are windows onto the diversity of cultures and tools for dialogue; books as sources of material wealth. 

Since 2000, World Book and Copyright Day has inspired an initiative of professional organizations which receives the assistance of UNESCO and backing from States: World Book Capital. Each year a city is chosen which undertakes to maintain, through its own initiatives, the impetus of the Day’s celebrations until 23 April of the following year. Winnipeg should bid to become World Book Capital.
