The Spanish language will have a new “Academic Grammar of the Spanish Language” in 2007, the first one since 1931, following the consensual work of the 22 academies of the Spanish Latin American World, work which has lasted more than two years. 

The draft will be presented in the Colombian city of Medellin from the 22nd to the 24th of March 2007, during the 8th Congress of the Association of Academies of the Spanish Language, with the attendance of the King and Queen of Spain, Juan Carlos and Sophia. 

This congress will precede the 4th Congress on the Spanish Language which will be held on the 26th and 27th of March in Cartagena de Indias, colonial city of the Colombian Caribbean which was included in 1984 in the list of the World Historical and Cultural Heritage. 

“The novelty is that now it will be by consensus of the 22 Academies. It will be of the global Spanish, the Spanish from all parts, not just the Spanish from Spain, because the rules for the Spanish language are not fixed by the RAE, they are fixed by all Academies”, the director de the Royal Spanish Academy (RAE) said. 

He added that the academics work for the “unity of the Spanish language” and to “transmit an enriched Spanish language to the new generations". 


Spanish women live 83 years on average, the longest in the European Union, according to a study by the Spanish Ministry of Health. Including men, the average Spaniard lives 79.7 years, the third highest after Italy and Sweden.

The longevity of Spaniards bears testimony to the greatly improved public health system and the healthier Spanish eating habits. The life expectancy of the average Spaniard increased from 69.9 years in 1960 to 79.7 in 2002 (latest year for figures).
