The editorial “Honouring our heroes?” (August 13, 2007) is absolutely right when asserting: “Morally, the government is pressed to ensure the tribute respects the memory of the soldiers (from the first and second world wars)”. This view is also very timely. When so many Canadians around the world are fighting (and dying) for democracy, it is most pertinent to remember that it is also 70 years since many Canadians with the Mackenzie-Papineau Battalion fought their first battle near Madrid, Spain, to defend democracy. The soldiers who made up that battalion came from all parts of Canada, including Manitoba. Except for France, no other country gave as great a proportion of its population as volunteers in Spain than Canada. A total of 1,546 went; 721 of them lost their lives. The Spanish Institute of Manitoba would like to take this opportunity to recognize their extraordinary sacrifice, and keep their memory alive in the hope that the Canadian battalion’s contribution is formally recognized by their home government. The Spanish government remembered the Mackenzie-Papineau Battalion in 1996, inviting the surviving members to Spain, and honouring those Canadians with Spanish citizenship.

Classes for 2007-2008 Season are as follow:

Sundays: Bolero/Classical Spanish Dance 6-7 p.m.
This class is for experienced dancers who have strong understanding of castanet playing plus flamenco and ballet. We will study the Pericet ‘Escuela Bolera’ syllabus as well as basic classical Spanish dance technique. Choreographies may include: "La Madrileña" (as learned from Eloy Pericet) and "Panaderos de la Tertulia". We will also review "Sevillanas Boleras".

Tuesdays: Broadway Tap 6-7 p.m.
This class will further explore different aspects of tap dancing: from time steps to cramp rolls and basic pull backs; all done to unforgettable show tunes like: "Begin the Beguine", "Cheek to Cheek", and "The Continental". Hats and canes will be used as part of the choreographies.

Tuesdays: Flamenco/Spanish Dance Level One 7-8 p.m.
This introductory class will be divided into four parts: Posture & Arms exercises, Movement & Rhythm exercises, Footwork exercises and Basic Castanet playing. We will study Sevillanas and Alegrias.

Thursdays: Flamenco Level Two-Three 6-7 p.m.
Further flamenco technique will be explored while working on the following ‘palos’: Soleá por bulerías (as learned from Pepa Molina in Madrid), Romeras (as learned from Beatriz Barceló), and Caracoles. There will be regular arms, rhythm, and footwork exercises. Bata de cola technique may also be addressed for specific choreographies.

All classes start September 9th, 2007 and will be held at 240 Taché Ave., Winnipeg

Classes are divided into twelve week session at $150.00 each per class ($12.50 per class).

Drop in classes are $15.00. Fees are non-transferable & non-refundable unless due to injury with doctor’s note. Missed classes may be made up in any class during the 2007-08 school year.

Sessions are as follow:

This will be an excellent opportunity to take flamenco and classical Spanish dance classes with top teachers while going to see flamenco and Spanish dance shows. There is even a chance of having a couple of group classes with master teacher Eloy Pericet. People will also have a chance to go to such places as the Royal Palace, Prado Museum, Plaza Mayor, and a day trip or two to Salamanca, Ávila or Segovia. Students will also have a chance to buy flamenco shoes and accessories at the source! This trip is open for any serious Spanish dance student.
