“Green Spain. As it turns out, a lesser known Spain, the northern provinces that line the country’s Atlantic coast and crowd up to the Pyrenees, does indeed live up to the green sobriquet, in more ways than one. It’s verdant, yes, but also green as in ecologically advanced.

The greening of Spain describes a country more at ease and prosperous than at any time in its recent history. Even the nearby French admit the roads are better on the other side of their southern border.
Each day conjured a different landscape, and, like a tapas banquet, the variety engaged the senses. 

San Sebastian has been on my must-visit list since gonzo chef Anthony Bourdain described it as a seafood mecca. There’s also a broad swath of fine, golden sand and a broadwalk along which some of the town’s better hotels are found. There’s plenty to do: a good aquarium, a musem of Basque culture and a shopping district featuring the latest European fashions. 

Northern Spain: the scenery is spectacular. There are good beaches and restaurants along the way.
Picos de Europa. Who knew there was a mountain range in this part of Europe? An impressively craggy alp, rising nearly 3,000 metres.
Bilbao. Bilbao also illustrates Spain’s progressive attitude in urbanism. A tramline runs along its river, and bicycle paths criss-cross the city. Many streets in the old quarter are car free. The old town is compact and crammed with tapas bars, old churches and interesting architecture in styles that range from Gothic and neo-Classical to ultra-contemporary. 
As Bilbao shows, even with its rich history and tradition, Spain is also a very up-to-the moment kind of place.”
